
Quarter 3: Marine Ecosystems Project
Explanation of activity:

Each student may select one other student to work with on this activity.  Each team of two students will select one of the ecosystem group activities on the following page.  Your ecosystem will be randomly selected by choosing a slip of paper from the bucket.  You will create your activity and prepare a presentation for the class.  Your project must be presented live in front of the class unless noted below. During your presentation every member of the group must have a speaking part.

You will have today plus two full class periods to work on your project.  You will also need to devote time outside of class to gather supplies, prepare portions of your activity, work on the computer, or practice your presentation.

Suggested Timeline for completion of group projects:

Class Day #1: Computers Available
Introduction to project. Choose partner and activity.  Randomly select ecosystem and presentation day.  Gather information using your textbook and notes.  Begin by planning what you are going to do.  Decide who will be responsible for each requirement.  Plan who will gather the necessary supplies for home. Be sure to get contact information (phone # email etc).
Class Day #2 & #3: Computers Available
Bring in necessary supplies and any parts you have completed outside of class. Bring a jump drive if you will need one.  Discuss your plans and revise them as needed.  Find a few ways to improve your project and make it great.  Begin putting project together.  If you plan to video tape your presentation or work on the project together during the week, discuss plans for meeting. You should practice your presentation several times.  Make sure you can explain what each person contributed to your project.  

On your own Time: 

You may need to get together with your team members to practice or finish your project.  

Be sure to share phone numbers and emails!

Class Presentations!  Groups will be scheduled randomly.  If it is your time to go and your team is not prepared you will received a letter grade deduction.  If your project is not ready on the day LATE projects are scheduled, you will receive a zero.

Marine Ecosystem Team Activities
Write a SONG about your ecosystem!  

It must have at least 3 verses and a chorus that is repeated after each verse. You will need to include information to describe the features of your ecosystem including, but not limited to, climate, location, and animals.  Additional information will enhance your grade. You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy.  May be videotaped.  (Musical Learners)
Make a DIORAMA of your ecosystem!  

Your model must be at least the size of a large adult-sized shoe box.  You will need to include the following: a decorative label telling which ecosystem you are doing, representations of the climate, locations, animal life and plant life.  Additional information will enhance your grade. You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy.  (Naturalist Learners)
Create a STOP MOTION VIDEO about your ecosystem!  (Meet with me to make sure you know what I expect) Your video must begin with a title and the names of the group members.  Your video must include information describing your ecosystem such as climate and location.  Your will also need pictorial representations of the animal life that lives there.  Additional information will enhance your grade. You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy.  (Logical Learners)
Write a SCRIPT for a travel or vacation video about a visit to your ecosystem!

Your script must contain at least 3 scenes with a minimum of 2 character interviews.  It must be typed.  You will need to incorporate information about the features of your ecosystem, including but not limited to, the climate, location, and animal life. Additional information will enhance your grade.  You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy. May be videotaped.    (Verbal Learners)
Create a BOARD GAME about your ecosystem.  

Your game must be for at least 2 players and must include a game board, game pieces, rewards for correct answers, and consequences for wrong answers.  You will need to include information about the features of your ecosystem including, but not limited to, the climate, location, and animal life. Additional information will enhance your grade. You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy.  (Intrapersonal Learners)
ACT OUT a play based on your favorite adventure show! 

Your play must have at least 3 scenes with a minimum of 2 characters.  You are expected to have some scenery and props.  You will need to include information about the features of your ecosystem including, but not limited to, the climate, location, and animal life. Additional information will enhance your grade. You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy.  May be videotaped. 

(Kinesthetic Learners)
Create a POWER POINT presentation about your ecosystem! (limited to 2 groups per class)
The presentation will need to include at least 6 slides.  You will need to discuss features of your ecosystem including, but not limited to, the climate, location, and animals.  Additional information will enhance your grade. There should be more than 10 photographs in your slide show.  You will be judged on your preparedness, content, professionalism, creativity, and courtesy.   (Visual Learners)

	Above & Beyond!!

	Both members were not enthusiastic about presentation.  The team failed to do most of the following: Stood up straight, dressed appropriately, established eye contact, stayed on topic, were easily understood & kept to time limit.

	Creativity
	Above & Beyond!!
	Project was above average. It demonstrated some creativity.
	Project was bland and unimaginative. Little creativity was demonstrated.
	No creativity was observed

	Courtesy
	Above & Beyond!!
	Both team members are usually supportive and work well together. While others are presenting both members usually listen attentively. They do not make distracting noises or movements.
	One team member is not always supportive or working well with the other. While others are presenting one member is not listening attentively or is making distracting noises or movements.
	Team did not work well together. Members did not listen attentively or were disruptive while others are presenting.
